Course Description: This course, taught by professionals in the field, will help education leaders at all levels keep children and
staff both physically and emotionally safe. Candidates will learn how to protect the personally identifiable information of staff
and students. Candidates will also perform security audits related to their organization’s classrooms, buildings and grounds,
and information systems. They will learn how to keep abreast of emerging threats to children and staff and how to lead when a
crisis occurs. The course is taught in conjunction with EDL 7115: Technology Integration.
