COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

This course builds on prior coursework in civil practice, tort, legal writing, and law office technology. 

Students enrolled in this course will apply their knowledge in litigation practice and develop new skills in 

settlement negotiations, trial strategy, preparation of exhibits, and document management. Other 

topics covered will include alternative dispute resolution, motion practice, and post-trial appeals.  

COURSE OBJECTIVES:  

GOAL A: Prepare documents necessary for the representation of clients in a legal matter

A-1 Explain the goal of litigation and the necessity of litigation planning  
A-2 Create a litigation chart  
A-3 Describe the use of informal and formal fact gathering for establishing a prima facie case  
A-4 Explain how the attorney-client relationship is established and the contents of a written 
agreement  
A-5 Prepare a content appropriate, grammatically correct, and professionally formatted demand 
letter  
A-6 Understand the FRCP pertaining to personal and subject matter jurisdiction  
A-7 Explain the purpose of motions and describe the most common types used in litigation A-8 
Prepare a legally sufficient, factually correct, and technically accurate notice of motion and 
motion for extension of time  
A-9 Describe the requirements for evidence to be admissible at trial  
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A-10 Prepare a legally sufficient, factually correct, and technically accurate request for 
admission 
A-11 Explain when and how to redact a document and why it would be necessary  
A-12 Prepare a legally sufficient, factually correct, and technically accurate pretrial 
memorandum
