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Expectations for School Counseling Candidates: 
 
 1. Read the assigned chapters and complete tasks before the scheduled class meeting. 
 

2. All candidates are expected to attend class each week, arrive on time, complete the readings 
before class, and be prepared to discuss them intelligently in class. Read with a 
questioning attitude rather than for absorption of facts: What do I believe to be true? 
What is particularly challenging? What is hard for me to understand? How do these ideas 
relate to others covered in other classes? 

 
3. Attend class each week; arrive on time for class. Absences must be approved by instructor 

prior to absence with the exception of a valid emergency. Missing more than 2 class
