Social and cultural language differences, second language acquisition,
developmental stages, metacognitive theory, research-based theory, instructional implications, and practical classroom
applications will be emphasized. The process by which the aforementioned factors elucidate and strengthen ELLS’
second language literacy development is linked to instruction. Action research and study of an ELL’s language and

literacy development is required.
