This 3rd course in the human trafficking sequence focuses on understanding international, 
national, state, and local policies, as well as levels of awareness related to human 
trafficking, so that professionals in the field may recognize opportunities for advocacy and 
effecting change. Students will learn how to identify activism at multiple levels and learn to 
structure awareness and advocacy initiatives.
